The increases in Percent of children/adolescents reporting positively about Social Connectedness and
Functioning are due to starting last year client satisfaction results were systematically collected and analyzed in a
database, and quarterly reports were distributed to management and contract personnel. This standardized
approach and management focus resulted in improved performance and more consistent measurement.

Sample Size and Response Rate for adult and children are not available.

The increases in percent of adults meeting Federal definition of SMI and percent of children/adolescents meeting
Federal definition of SED and decrease of percent of children served by the SMHA with co-occurring MH/SA
diagnoses are due to the use of a standard data warehouse, implemented this year, changed several of the
algorithms for producing the URS tables. In particular Florida maintains several more target populations than
what is required for reporting. The data warehouse collapsed these target groups into a simplified structure that
increased the number of clients reported within the federal reporting groups.

This year Florida implemented a data warehouse common dataset for reporting both BCl and URS. In previous
years the URS had been developed independent from the BCI data resulting in frequent multi-year data edits.
The new common data set simplifies reporting, ensures BCI and URS agree prior to submission, and changes
the algorithm for placing individuals in target groups that previously might not have been classified due to missing
or contradictory information, or outdated diagnostic data. It was expected to increase numbers for this year.

The decreases in Private Residence, Jail/Correctional facility and Homeless/Shelter are due to successful
programs implemented in the county and increased funding to provide housing: increased funding for rapid
rehousing programs, implementation of Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG) funding in new agencies, more
effective and concerted effort in Point in Time (PIT) count, and better utilization of Homeless Management
Information System (HMIS) data, and increased federal resources dedicated to ending homelessness among
veterans — Support Services for Veteran Families (SSVF) and Veterans Administration Supportive Housing
(VASH). More permanent supportive housing beds were available in 2015 reducing the number of chronically
homeless persons.

The increases in total number of consumers receiving Supported Employment services, total number of Adults
with SMI, total number of consumers receiving MST services,Family Functional Therapy services, total number
of children with SED and the decrease in total number of consumers receiving Therapeutic Foster Care services
are due to the use of a standard data warehouse, implemented this year, changed several of the algorithms for
producing the URS tables. In particular Florida maintains several more target populations than what is required
for reporting. The data warehouse collapsed these target groups into a simplified structure that increased the
number of clients reported within the federal reporting groups.

The increases in total number of consumers receiving Family Psychoeducation services, total number of
consumers receiving lliness Self Management services and decrease in total number of consumers receiving
Integrated Dual Dx services are due to the direction for our system of care has shifted from removing the
individual from the community and providing services in residential settings, to trying to keep families intact and
providing care within the community, and encouraging individuals to assume greater responsibility for self-care.
Family programs and self-directed care has been increasing as a result.
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
