In the past inpatient programs had been underutilized. For 2014 reporting, may of our clients come from an 
outpatient unit that now makes the move from this outpatient program to an inpatient program through a filing of 
a client being a danger to self or others, which is seen as a forensic submission. This has led to an increase in 
forensic status readmissions and a decrease in non-forensic status readmissions to state psychiatric hospitals 
within 30 and 180 days of discharge. 
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
