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HIGHLIGHTS

his report presents results from the Mental Health Client Level Data (MH-CLD) and Mental

Health Treatment Episode Data Set (MH-TEDS) for individuals receiving mental health
treatment services in 2016, as well as selected trends in data collected from such individuals between
2013 and 2016. The report provides information on mental health diagnoses, mental health treatment
services, and demographic and substance use characteristics of individuals in mental health treatment
in facilities that reported to individual state administrative data systems.

e In the 2016 reporting period, 46 states and other jurisdictions submitted 5,629,511 records for
individuals receiving mental health services. Alaska, American Samoa, Federated States of
Micronesia, Georgia, Guam, Kansas, Maine, Marshall Islands, Michigan, New Hampshire,
Virginia, U.S. Virgin Islands, and West Virginia had submitted no data or incomplete data for
the 2016 reporting period, as of November 13, 2017 [Table 1.1 and Appendix Table B1].

e Ofthe 5,629,511 eligible client-level records for the 2016 reporting period, 80 percent had valid
mental health diagnoses. Such records form the basis for most tables in this report. However,
individual records may not have data for all variables, so the analysis of specific variables may
be based on a smaller number of individuals [Table 1.1].

State Client-Level Data Reporting: 2013-2016

For the 2013 reporting period, 45 states reported that a total of 5,544,455 individuals received
mental health services; for the 2014 reporting period, 47 states reported that a total of 5,775,049
individuals received mental health services; for the 2015 reporting period, 45 states reported that a
total of 5,254,745 individuals received mental health services; and for the 2016 reporting period,
46 states reported that a total of 5,629,511 individuals received mental health services [Table 1.1].

e Females accounted for more than half of all individuals served in every reporting period between
2013 and 2016 (51 percent in 2013, 2014, and 2015; 52 percent in 2016) [Table 1.2a].

e For the 2013 to 2016 reporting periods, Whites represented between 66 and 67 percent of the
individuals served; Blacks or African Americans represented 20 percent; and American Indians or
Alaska Natives, Asians, Native Hawaiians or Other Pacific Islanders, and other groups combined
represented about 12 percent [Table 1.3].

e In every reporting period, depressive disorders were the most frequently reported any-mention
mental health diagnoses, across all selected categories for gender, ethnicity, or race [Tables
I.11c, 1.12c, 1.13c, and 1.14c].



Children and Adolescents Aged 17 Years and Younger Receiving Mental Health Services:
2016

A total of 1,602,571 children and adolescents aged 17 years and younger were served in the 2016
reporting period [Table 1.2a]; 1,379,353 had a valid mental health diagnosis code [Table 2.1a].

e Among males aged 17 years and younger served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently
reported diagnoses were ADD/ADHD (29 percent), adjustment disorders (18 percent), and
anxiety disorders (9 percent) [Table 2.1c].

e Among females aged 17 years and younger served in the 2016 reporting period, the most
frequently reported diagnoses were adjustment disorders (25 percent), depressive disorders (20
percent), and ADD/ADHD (15 percent) [Table 2.1c].

e The greatest difference, by gender, in diagnoses reported among individuals aged 17 years and
younger served in 2016 was ADD/ADHD (29 percent of males and 15 percent of females)
[Table 2.1c].

Young Adults Aged 18 to 24 Years Receiving Mental Health Services: 2016

A total of 574,657 young adults aged 18 to 24 years were served in 2016 [Table 1.2¢]; 448,131 had
a valid mental health diagnosis code [Table 3.1a].

e Depressive disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses among individuals aged 18
to 24 served in the 2016 reporting period, across all selected categories for gender, race, and
ethnicity [Table 3.1c].

Adults Aged 25 to 54 Years Receiving Mental Health Services: 2016

A total of 2,580,445 adults aged 25 to 54 years were served in 2016 [Table 1.2d]; 2,035,831 had a
valid mental health diagnosis code [Table 4.1a].

e Among males aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently
reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (26 percent), schizophrenia and other psychotic
disorders (25 percent), and bipolar disorders (18 percent); among female peers, the most
frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (35 percent), bipolar disorders (21
percent), and anxiety disorders (14 percent) [Table 4.1c].

e Among individuals of all races, except Asians, who were aged 25 to 54 years and were served
in the 2016 reporting period, depressive disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses;
diagnoses of depressive disorders were reported among 32 percent of Whites, 31 percent of
Blacks or African Americans, and 29 percent of American Indian or Alaskan Natives. Among
Asians aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, schizophrenia and other psychotic
disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses (31 percent) [Table 4.1c].

Older Adults Aged 55 Years and Older Receiving Mental Health Services: 2016

A total of 867,781 adults aged 55 years and older were served in 2016 [Table 1.2¢]; 632,425 had a
valid mental health diagnosis code [Table 5.1a].



e Among males aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently
reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (31 percent), schizophrenia and other psychotic
disorders (31 percent), and bipolar disorders (14 percent); among female peers served during
this period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (41 percent),
schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (19 percent), and bipolar disorders (17 percent)
[Table 5.1c¢].

e Among individuals of all races, except Blacks or African Americans, who were aged 55 years
and older and who were served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported
diagnoses were depressive disorders, ranging from 36 percent of American Indians or Alaskan
Natives to 45 percent of Asians; among Black or African American peers, the two most frequently
reported diagnoses were schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (39 percent) and depressive
disorders (33 percent).

Individuals With Co-Occurring Mental Health and Substance Use Disorders Receiving
Mental Health Services: 2016

A total of 619,961 individuals aged 12 and older with co-occurring mental health and substance
use disorders were served in 2016, accounting for 11 percent of all individuals served during this
period [Table 6.1a].

e For males with co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders aged 12 years or
older served during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were
schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (25 percent) and depressive disorders (24 percent).
Among their female counterparts, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive
disorders (31 percent) and bipolar disorders (25 percent) [Table 6.1c].

e Depressive disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses for individuals served who
had co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders: Among the highest were alcohol
dependence (33 percent), opioid dependence and non-dependent opioid use (33 percent and 34
percent respectively), and cocaine dependence (28 percent) [Table 6.3c].

Client Outcomes Among Individuals Receiving Mental Health Services in 2013 and 2016

e States reported a total of 836,277 individuals served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods
who had known living arrangements in both reporting years [Table 7.1a]. Among individuals
served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods, 90 percent of those who lived in a private
residence in 2013 also reported living in a private residence in 2016; 2 percent transitioned to
residential care; 2 percent transitioned to homelessness; and 5 percent, combined, transitioned
to other living arrangements, institutional settings, or jail [Table 7.5b].

e States reported a total of 449,552 individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both
the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods and who had known employment status in both reporting
years [Table 7.3a]. Among individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both the
2013 and 2016 reporting periods, 60 percent of those who were employed in 2013 also reported
being employed in 2016; 15 percent transitioned to being unemployed, and 25 percent had left
the labor force [Table 7.6b].






BACKGROUND

ental health services data are currently collected for and reported to the Substance Abuse and

Mental Health Services Administration’s (SAMHSA) Center for Behavioral Health Statistics
and Quality (CBHSQ). State mental health agencies (SMHASs) are the state entities with primary
responsibility for reporting the data in accordance with the reporting terms and conditions of the
Behavioral Health Services Information System (BHSIS) Agreements funded by SAMHSA. The
BHSIS Agreement stipulates that states and jurisdictions submit uniform reporting system (URS)
data and client-level data on December 1 each year, in compliance with mental health block grant
reporting requirements (42 U.S.C. §300x—6).

URS data reporting started in early 2000 in an effort spearheaded by SAMHSA’s Center for Mental
Health Services (CMHS) to collect both system performance measures and client outcomes at an
aggregate level. Collection of client-level data came later.

In 2008, SAMHSA, through CMHS, tested the feasibility of transitioning from aggregate reporting
of SAMHS A’s mental health national outcome measures (NOMs)' to individual-level data reporting.
This led to the development of the Mental Health Client-Level Data (MH-CLD) reporting method.
The development was supported by data infrastructure grants (DIGs), which were a vehicle through
which states and jurisdictions received financial and technical assistance from SAMHSA to assist
in their capacity-building efforts toward meeting the block grant reporting requirements.

The general framework for the MH-CLD involves a compilation of the demographic, clinical, and
outcome data of individuals served by the SMHA within a state-defined 12-month reporting period.
States may choose the calendar year or the state fiscal year for their reporting period. Individuals
served 1s defined as all enrolled individuals who received mental health and support services,
including screening, assessment, crisis services, and telemedicine, from programs operated or
funded by the SMHA during the reporting period.

Two data sets are submitted each reporting period: Basic Client Information (BCI) is due December
1, and the State Hospital Readmission (SHR) data set is due March 1 of the following year. These
two data sets inform five mental health NOMs: access to services/capacity, stability in housing/
residential status, 30-day and 180-day readmission to state hospital, adult employment or children’s
school attendance and education level, and criminal justice involvement. There are five additional
NOMs—social connectedness, decreased mental illness symptomatology, perception of care, cost
effectiveness, and use of evidence-based practices—that have not been converted into client-level
data reporting and continue to be captured in the URS. Data are reported in accordance with the
HIPAA rules for non-protected health information (non-PHI).

In 2010, SAMHSA, through CBHSQ, began a parallel effort of testing the feasibility of building a
national behavioral health database that integrates both mental health and substance use data using
a uniform platform for data reporting. This effort led to the integration of mental health data into
the well-established system of reporting for substance use client-level data, known as the Treatment

Episode Data Set (TEDS).? To enable reporting of mental health client data to TEDS, the system was
modified to incorporate data elements that capture the characteristics unique to the mental health
services system and the individuals receiving mental health services. These characteristics include,
among others, the extended period of time that an individual may be engaged in treatment, the
recovery process, and the simultaneous receipt of different types of services from different service
providers, etc. This method of reporting mental health data at the individual level is referred to as
the Mental Health Treatment Episode Data Set (MH-TEDS).

Unlike MH-CLD, MH-TEDS is structured around treatment events, that is, admissions and discharges
from specific service settings. Admission and discharge records can be linked to track treatment
episodes and the treatment services received by individuals. Thus, with MH-TEDS, both the
individual client and the treatment episode can serve as a unit of analysis, whereas with MH-CLD
the client is the sole unit of analysis. The common TEDS platform in which both the substance use
and mental health data are reported enhances the ability to report data on people with co-occurring
mental health and substance use disorders. It also offers optional data fields for individuals with
mental illness that are not captured in MH-CLD, such as referral source, details on criminal justice
referral, income sources, and health insurance.

MH-TEDS is a compilation of demographic, substance use, mental health, clinical, legal, and
socioeconomic characteristics of individuals who are primarily receiving publicly funded mental
health and/or substance use services. MH-TEDS data support program performance measurement
and management goals. The same set of mental health NOMs enumerated under MH-CLD is also
supported by MH-TEDS. Thus, while both MH-TEDS and MH-CLD collect similar client-level
data, the collection methodology differs.

National mental health client-level data reporting was launched in 2011, when MH-CLD was the
only reporting method available. States, the District of Columbia, and other jurisdictions (American
Samoa, Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Federated
States of Micronesia, Guam, Republic of the Marshall Islands, Republic of Palau, and Virgin Islands
of the United States) with the capacity to report client-level data were encouraged to do so. The
number of states reporting MH-CLD or MH-TEDS data increased from 19in 2011 to 32in 2012 and
to 451n2013. By 2014, the number of states reporting MH-CLD or MH-TEDS was 47 (of which six
were MH-TEDS). In 2015, the number of states reporting MH-CLD or MH-TEDS decreased to 45.
A total of 46 states and jurisdictions reported data in 2016 (see Appendix B for details). While the
number of states and jurisdictions reporting client-level data has increased, it is important to note
that the level and extent of reporting varies. Two states (New York and Tennessee) are able to submit
data only for a subset of the total number of individuals that they served during a reporting period.

Beginning in the 2014 reporting period, states could choose which method—MH-CLD or MH-
TEDS—to use for data reporting. In 2016, 34 states and two jurisdictions (Commonwealth of the
Northern Mariana Islands and Palau) used MH-CLD; eight states (Connecticut, Delaware, Louisiana,

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Mississippi, North Carolina, Oklahoma, Pennsylvania, and Vermont), the District of Columbia, and
Puerto Rico used MH-TEDS. Connecticut reports data through both MH-CLD (for children and
adolescents) and MH-TEDS (for adults).

In summary, this report presents the client-level data reported for the 2013 through 2016 reporting
periods. Data from all four reporting periods are presented in Chapter 1; only 2016 data are used in
Chapters 2 through 6. Chapter 7 presents outcomes for individuals served in both 2013 and 2016.

Note that data for the 2013 reporting period was collected using MH-CLD, while the 2014, 2015,
and 2016 data are derived from a reconciliation of the two reporting methods (MH-TEDS and MH-
CLD), using individual clients as the unit of analysis.

INTRODUCTION

his report presents mental health client-level data submitted for the 2013 through 2016 reporting

periods using the Mental Health Client-Level Data (MH-CLD) and the Mental Health Treatment
Episode Data Set (MH-TEDS). This report provides information on the demographics, characteristics,
and outcomes of individuals served by State Mental Health Agencies (SMHAs) for these four
reporting periods, with particular focus on the most recent reporting period. The Substance Abuse
and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) has provided support to states to build
capacity to collect and report client-level data.

Methodology

Reconciling data from MH-TEDS and MH-CLD

Both the MH-TEDS and MH-CLD include individuals served through SMHAs during the state-
defined 12-month reporting period. Most states elect to use the state fiscal year, which, for the 2016
reporting period, usually ran from July 1, 2015, through June 30, 2016; however, some states define
their fiscal year differently. See Appendix B for details.

MH-CLD contains one record for each individual served. Data items are populated by the states
based on the status of the individual, either at the start and end of the state’s reporting period, or the
most recently available data. MH-TEDS contains one record for each admission to, and discharge
from, a particular service type/setting (referred to as a treatment episode) within the client’s treatment
continuum during the reporting period. Data collected from MH-TEDS admission records and update/
discharge records are stored as two separate datasets that are linked using a HIPAA-compliant,
non-protected health information, unique client identifier located in both files. Linking the records
allows for the creation of a single client record comparable to the MH-CLD format.

Data from MH-TEDS is made compatible for analysis with data from MH-CLD by developing a
file that draws its general structure from the MH-CLD data set. After transposing admission and
discharge records from MH-TEDS into a client-level file, the MH-TEDS variables are crosswalked
to MH-CLD variables. See Appendix A for the full crosswalk between MH-TEDS and MH-CLD
variable names.

The process of creating an individual record using the MH-TEDS data allows for reporting of the
individuals in both the MH-TEDS and MH-CLD data sets. Tables in all chapters of this report use
individuals as the unit of analysis for the combined data from MH-TEDS and MH-CLD.

Selection of reporting variables

MH-TEDS and MH-CLD collect a variety of data items, including demographics (e.g., gender,
race, and ethnicity), national outcome measures (NOMs, e.g., living arrangements, employment
status, criminal justice involvement, and school attendance), and other clinical measures (e.g., co-
occurring mental health and substance use disorders). Note that the because valid data on criminal
justice involvement were reported for less than 40 percent of the individuals served, arrest data



were excluded from this report. Two optional data items, an assessment of functioning—using the
Children’s Global Assessment Scale (CGAS) for children and adolescents and the Global Assessment
of Functioning (GAF) for adults—and marital status, are included, because valid values were
reported for more than 40 percent of individuals. See Appendix C for a description of the variables;
see Appendix D for the federal definitions of serious mental illness (SMI) and serious emotional
disturbance (SED), as well as definitions of CGAS/GAF score categories.

Mental health diagnoses are reported in the MH-TEDS and MH-CLD as either ICD-9-CM/ICD-10
or DSM-IV/V codes. Up to three mental health diagnostic codes may be reported for each client.
For this report, diagnostic codes were categorized based on the Clinical Classification Software
(CCS). The mental health section of the CCS has 15 diagnostic categories and 25 subcategories; in
all, 12 such categories or subcategories were selected for tabulation, with all other mental health
diagnoses grouped as other mental health diagnoses for a given table. The frequency distribution of
the reported diagnoses for all individuals served, as well as the specific diagnoses included in the
federal definitions of SMI and SED, informed the selection of the most appropriate CCS categories
or subcategories used in this report. See Appendix E for details.

The full list of 12 specific mental health diagnoses used in this report consists of: adjustment
disorders; anxiety disorders; attention deficit disorder and attention deficit hyperactivity disorder
(ADD/ADHD); conduct disorder; delirium, dementia, and amnestic and other cognitive disorders
(delirium/dementia); bipolar disorders; depressive disorders; oppositional defiant disorder;
personality disorders; pervasive developmental disorders; schizophrenia and other psychotic
disorders; alcohol-related disorders; and substance-related disorders.

All other mental disorders are grouped together as other mental health disorders. There is also a
category of no diagnosis or deferred diagnosis. Because the diagnoses grouped together as other
vary according to age group, the list of tabulated mental health diagnoses varies accordingly by age
group. For example, conduct disorder, oppositional defiant disorder, and pervasive developmental
disorders—all typically identified in individuals aged 17 years or younger—are only included on
tables that present data on children and adolescents, while delirium/dementia only appears in tables
showing data for older adults.

Records with partially complete data have been retained in this report. For example, an entire client
record is not removed from the report because a single data item is missing. When records include
missing or invalid data for a specific variable, those records are excluded from tabulations of that
variable. The total number of records on which a percentage distribution is based is reported in
each table.

Stratification of reporting population and subgroups

In general, there are two levels of data reporting: (1) the entire population within each age category
and (2) the subgroup population of individuals with, or at risk for, serious emotional disturbance
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(SED) or serious mental illness (SMI). On select tables, breakdowns among the four Census regions?
are also presented.

Because different stages of life are associated with distinct forms of mental and behavioral disorders
and with distinctive treatment service utilization patterns, this report examines the characteristics of
individuals receiving mental health services by the following age groups: children and adolescents
(aged 17 years and younger), young adults (aged 18 to 24 years), adults (aged 25 to 54 years), and
older adults (aged 55 years and older). Accordingly, Chapters 2 through 5, which focus on specific
age groups, include age-specific sets of mental health diagnoses.*

Additionally, this report includes the subpopulation of individuals with co-occurring mental and
substance use disorders. For this subpopulation, the report includes individuals aged 12 years and
older to match the population used in the substance use TEDS reports. Determination of individuals
with a co-occurring mental health and substance use disorder was based on the variable in the data set
called co-occurring substance use and mental health problems. In accordance with the guidelines for
completing this field, an individual must have had either a substance use diagnosis, been identified
with a substance use disorder through a screening or assessment tool, or been enrolled in a substance
use treatment program in addition to being diagnosed with a mental disorder.

Identification of individuals with a serious mental illness (SMI) or serious emotional disturbance
(SED) is based on each state’s definitions for SMI and SED. This is reported as a single variable:
SMI/SED status. Individuals aged 17 years and younger who are indicated as having SED, or
being at risk of SED, in the dataset are included in the SED subpopulation, while individuals aged
18 years and older who are indicated as having an SMI are included in the SMI subpopulation.
Exceptions may exist for a few states where young adults (aged 18 to 21 years) continue to receive
mental health services from the state’s child mental health system. They are included in the SED
subpopulation as reported by the state.

Individual episode-level analysis

Chapter 7 presents an analysis of individuals served across episodes in the 2013 and 2016 reporting
periods. Individuals were selected for analysis if records with the same unique identification number,
from the same state, indicated having been served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods;
other individuals in 2013 and 2016 were excluded from Chapter 7’s analysis. The resulting data set
contains 1,639,856 unique individuals. NOMs transition percentages were computed only from the
subset of this data with valid values for a given NOMs measure in both 2013 and 2016.

For example, individuals with a primary mental health diagnosis of schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders
are grouped with other for persons aged 17 and younger in Chapter 2. Although the subject of recent interest, this
diagnostic category is not reported separately for this age group. Less than 1 percent of all individuals served in
this age group reported schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders as a diagnosis.
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Limitations

For both MH-TEDS and MH-CLD, states report only individuals served through SMHAs during
the state-defined 12-month reporting period. These data do not represent the total national demand
for mental health treatment or describe the mental health status of the national population. In

addition, New York and Tennessee report only a proportion of the total individuals served through
their SMHAs.

Up to three mental health diagnoses per individual (mental health diagnoses one, two, and three) can
be reported to MH-TEDS or MH-CLD. These diagnoses may not represent a complete enumeration
of all diagnoses for individuals served. Moreover, until 2016, Florida’s data collection protocols
limited reporting to no more than one diagnosis per individual.

Except for a few tables presented in Chapter 1, this report uses the first-mention (primary) mental
health diagnosis as the variable by which individuals are grouped. About 80 percent of all individuals
in the 2016 data have at least one mental health diagnosis, while 22 percent have two mental health
diagnoses, and 7 percent have three mental health diagnoses [Table 1.10].
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CHAPTER 1
SUMMARY OF ANNUAL DATA IN STATE CLIENT-LEVEL DATA
REPORTING: 2013-2016

his chapter provides a brief background on state reporting of mental health client-level data and
a summary of the data submitted for the 2013 through 2016 reporting periods.’

It is important to note that caution must be used when comparing data over time, because the number
of states submitting client-level data has varied for each reporting period: 45 states reported 2013
data, 47 states reported 2014 data, 45 states reported 2015 data, and 46 states reported 2016 data
(see Appendix B for details).

All data tables represent sums of individuals who received publicly funded mental health services—
individuals served—through the auspices of State Mental Health Agencies (SMHAS).

Individuals Served

Table 1.1. For the 2013 reporting period, 45 states reported that a total of 5,544,455 individuals
received mental health services; for the 2014 reporting period, 47 states reported that a total of
5,775,049 individuals received mental health services; for the 2015 reporting period, 45 states
reported that a total of 5,254,745 individuals received mental health services; and for the 2016
reporting period, 46 states reported that a total of 5,629,511 individuals received mental health
services.’

Among individuals reported to have received services in any of the four reporting periods from
2013 through 2016, between 32 and 38 percent had first-mention mental health diagnoses’ of
mood disorders, including depressive disorders (between 21 and 24 percent) and bipolar disorders
(between 11 and 15 percent); between 10 and 12 percent had first-mention mental health diagnoses
of adjustment disorders; between 10 and 11 percent had first-mention mental health diagnoses of
schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders; and between 7 and 9 percent had first-mention mental
health diagnoses of anxiety disorders.

The following paragraphs summarize data on NOMs and clinical measures for all individuals,
presented by demographic characteristics and mental health diagnoses. Overall, the distributions
were relatively consistent across all characteristics for all four reporting periods.

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Gender

Table 1.2a. Females accounted for more than half of all individuals served in every reporting period
between 2013 and 2016 (51 percent in 2013, 2014, and 2015; 52 percent in 2016).

Age and mental health diagnoses by age group

Table 1.2a. In all four reporting periods from 2013 through 2016, between 28 and 30 percent of
individuals served were aged 17 years and younger; between 10 and 11 percent were aged 18 to
24 years; 46 percent were aged 25 to 54 years; and between 14 and 15 percent were aged 55 years
and older.

Tables 1.2b—1.2e. The most frequently reported diagnoses among specific age groups were relatively
consistent across the four reporting periods.

Among individuals aged 17 years and younger served in any of the four reporting periods from
2013 through 2016, the most frequently reported diagnoses were ADD/ADHD (ranging between
19 and 23 percent), adjustment disorders (ranging between 18 and 20 percent), and mood disorders
(ranging between 16 and 20 percent).

Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years served in any of the four reporting periods from 2013
through 2016, the most frequently reported diagnoses were mood disorders (ranging between 35 and
41 percent), adjustment disorders (ranging between 8 and 11 percent), anxiety disorders (ranging
between 7 and 11 percent), and schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (ranging between 8
and 9 percent).

Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in any of the four reporting periods from 2013
through 2016, the most frequently reported diagnoses were mood disorders (ranging between 40
and 48 percent), schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (ranging between 13 and 16 percent),
and anxiety disorders (ranging between 7 and 10 percent).

Among individuals aged 55 years and older served in any of the four reporting periods from 2013
through 2016, the most frequently reported diagnoses were mood disorders (ranging between 39
and 46 percent), schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (ranging between 17 and 22 percent),
and anxiety disorders (ranging between 5 and 7 percent).

Race and ethnicity’

Table 1.3. For each of the reporting periods from 2013 through 2016, Whites represented between
66 and 67 percent of the individuals served; Blacks or African Americans represented 20 percent;
and American Indians or Alaskan Natives, Asians, Native Hawaiians or Other Pacific Islanders,
and other groups, combined, represented between 12 and 13 percent.’

Hispanics accounted for between 16 and 18 percent of all individuals served in any of the four
reporting periods from 2013 through 2016.

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Marital status

Table 1.4. Among individuals aged 18 and older in each reporting period from 2013 through 2016,
more than half reported never being married (ranging between 55 and 58 percent); those who were
married at the time of reporting ranged between 16 and 18 percent.

Table 1.15. Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, 17 percent
were currently married. In contrast, 57 percent of the 2016 U.S. population in that age group were
currently married.”

Living arrangements

Table 1.4. Individuals living in a private residence accounted for between 83 and 85 percent of those
served in the four reporting periods from 2013 through 2016; those who reported being homeless
ranged between 3 and 4 percent.

SMI/SED status

Table 1.5. Individuals with serious mental illness (SMI) accounted for between 48 and 51 percent of
those served in any of the four reporting periods from 2013 through 2016. Children and adolescents
aged 17 years and younger who had, or were at risk for, serious emotional disturbance (SED)
accounted for between 19 and 22 percent of those served in any of the four reporting periods from
2013 through 2016.

Employment

Table 1.6. Among individuals aged 18 and older served in any of the four reporting periods from
2013 through 2016, the proportion employed ranged between 17 and 22 percent, the proportion
unemployed ranged between 27 and 31 percent, and the proportion not in the labor force ranged
between 51 and 52 percent.

Client treatment status at the start of the reporting period

Table 1.7. Among individuals served in any of the four reporting periods from 2013 through 2016,
those newly admitted to treatment!! ranged between 45 and 54 percent, while individuals who were
continuing treatment'? ranged between 46 and 55 percent.

Service setting

Table 1.7. For the 2013 to 2016 reporting periods, the proportion of individuals who received mental
health services from community-based programs ranged between 97 and 98 percent. Further analysis

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Regional Distributions

Table 1.8. About a third of all individuals who received mental health services in the 2015 and
2016 reporting periods (36 and 30 percent, respectively) were in the South. The regions with the
next largest proportions of individuals who received mental health services in the 2015 and 2016
reporting periods were the West (30 percent in the 2015 reporting period and 28 percent in the 2016
reporting period), the Midwest (23 percent in the 2015 reporting period and 22 percent in the 2016
reporting period), and the Northeast (11 percent in the 2015 reporting period and 20 percent in the
2016 reporting period).

The South accounted for the largest proportion of individuals who were newly admitted to treatment
in both the 2015 (39 percent) and 2016 reporting periods (31 percent).'* The West region accounted
for the second highest proportion of individuals who were newly admitted in both the 2015 (31
percent) and 2016 reporting periods (27 percent).

Service settings also revealed regional variation. The South accounted for the largest proportion of
individuals served in state psychiatric hospitals during the 2015 reporting period (46 percent) and
the 2016 reporting period (41 percent), as well as the largest proportion of individuals served in
community-based programs in the 2015 reporting period (36 percent) and 2016 reporting period (31
percent). The West accounted for the second largest share of individuals in state psychiatric hospitals
in both the 2015 and 2016 reporting periods (21 percent each), as well as community-based programs
(29 percent in the 2015 reporting period and 27 percent in the 2016 reporting period). Of individuals
receiving services in other psychiatric inpatient'* settings, larger proportions were reported in the
West (45 percent in the 2015 reporting period and 34 percent in the 2016 reporting period) than in
the South (25 percent in the 2015 reporting period and 24 percent in the 2016 reporting period).

Table 1.9. While the distribution of mental health diagnoses was relatively similar across U.S.
Census regions, some variations exist. In the 2016 reporting period, mood disorders (bipolar and
depressive disorders) were most frequently reported in the South (37 percent) and least frequently
in the Northeast (23 percent). Additionally, anxiety disorders were more frequently reported in the
West and the Midwest (12 percent each) than in the South (8 percent) and Northeast (5 percent)
during the 2016 reporting period.

Any-Mention Mental Health Diagnoses, by Gender, Race, and Ethnicity

Tables 1.11a—1.14c present the number and percentage distribution of individuals who received any
mention—whether first, second, or third—of the listed mental health diagnoses by gender, race,
and ethnicity for the 2013, 2014, 2015, and 2016 reporting periods. Differences among reporting
periods should be interpreted with caution; variation may be more a function of the mix and number
of reporting states than of actual differences.

In every reporting period, depressive disorders were the most frequently reported any-mention
mental health diagnoses, regardless of gender, race, or ethnicity.

Among both males and females, the most frequently reported any-mention mental health diagnoses
were depressive disorders in every reporting period, but the proportions among females (ranging
between 30 and 34 percent) were consistently higher than among males (ranging between 19 and
21 percent). Among males, ADD/ADHD diagnoses were noted in relatively greater proportion
across every reporting period (ranging between 13 and 15 percent) than among females (6 percent).

Among individuals both of Hispanic and non-Hispanic origin, the most frequently reported any-
mention diagnoses were consistently depressive disorders in every reporting period, with similar
proportions of Hispanics and non-Hispanics receiving the diagnosis over the four reporting periods
(ranging from 24 to 29 percent among both groups). Differences, however, emerge from each of the
reporting periods between 2013 and 2016 in the frequency with which bipolar disorders were noted
among Hispanics and non-Hispanics. For the 2013 reporting period, bipolar disorder diagnoses
were noted in 14 percent of Hispanics and 19 percent of non-Hispanics. In 2014, bipolar disorder
diagnoses were noted in 13 percent of Hispanics and 19 percent of non-Hispanics. In 2015, bipolar
disorder diagnoses were noted in 12 percent of Hispanics and 18 percent of non-Hispanics. In 2016,
bipolar disorder diagnoses were noted in 9 percent of Hispanics and 15 percent of non-Hispanics.

4 Examples of other psychiatric inpatient facilities include psychiatric wards in private or general hospitals.
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Schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were also consistently noted less frequently among
Hispanics than among non-Hispanics in each of the reporting periods between 2013 and 2016.

For the 2013 and 2014 reporting periods, diagnoses of schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders
were noted in 10 percent of Hispanics and 13 percent of non-Hispanics. In 2015, diagnoses of
schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were noted in 9 percent of Hispanics and 13 percent
of non-Hispanics. In 2016, diagnoses of schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were noted in
8 percent of Hispanics and 12 percent of non-Hispanics.
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CHAPTER 2
CHARACTERISTICS OF CHILDREN AND ADOLESCENTS
AGED 17 YEARS AND YOUNGER RECEIVING MENTAL HEALTH
SERVICES: 2016

his chapter presents data on children and adolescents aged 17 years and younger who received
mental health services through SMHAs in the 2016 reporting period. Data on NOMs and clinical
measures are presented by demographic characteristics and mental health diagnoses for all children
and adolescents. Characteristics for the subpopulation of children and adolescents with, or at risk for,
SED are presented only where they differ from the characteristics of all children and adolescents.

The mental health diagnoses presented in the chapter tables are adjustment disorders, anxiety
disorders, ADD/ADHD, conduct disorder, mood disorders (bipolar disorders and depressive
disorders), oppositional defiant disorder, pervasive developmental disorders, and other disorders.
Of these, four—ADD/ADHD, conduct disorder, oppositional defiant disorder, and pervasive
developmental disorders—are typically identified in childhood.

Number Served

Table 1.2b and Tables 2.1a—2.2c. States reported a total of 1,602,571 individuals aged 17 years
and younger served during the 2016 reporting period (accounting for 28 percent of all individuals
served); 1,379,353 individuals aged 17 years and older had a valid mental health diagnosis code,
of which 885,889 were reported to have, or be at risk of, SED.

During this period, the data indicate that mental health diagnoses for all children and adolescents
differed across categories for several characteristics, including gender, race, ethnicity, living
arrangements, SED status, level of functioning, timing of admission, and service setting.

A comparison of the findings for all children and adolescents and the subpopulation of children
and adolescents with SED found similar patterns in the distribution of characteristics during the
2016 reporting period.

Gender

Tables 2.1a-2.2c. Tables 2.1a-2.1c present the most frequently reported diagnoses, by gender,
among individuals aged 17 years and younger, while Tables 2.2a-2.2¢ present the most frequently
reported diagnoses, by gender, for individuals aged 17 years and younger with SED. In the 2016
reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses differed by gender among individuals
served aged 17 years and younger.

Among males aged 17 years and younger served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently
reported diagnoses were ADD/ADHD (29 percent), adjustment disorders (18 percent), and anxiety
disorders (9 percent).
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Among females aged 17 years and younger served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently
reported diagnoses were adjustment disorders (25 percent), depressive disorders (20 percent), and
ADD/ADHD (15 percent).

The greatest difference, by gender, in diagnoses reported among individuals aged 17 years and
younger served in 2016 was ADD/ADHD (29 percent of males and 15 percent of females).

Race

Tables 2.1a—2.2c. The most frequently reported diagnoses among individuals aged 17 years and
younger served in the 2016 reporting period varied by race. Adjustment disorders were reported
most frequently among American Indians or Alaskan Natives (29 percent), Asians (22 percent),
Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islanders (20 percent); ADD/ADHD was most frequently reported
among Blacks or African Americans (33 percent) and Whites (23 percent).

Ethnicity

Tables 2.1a-2.2c. Among Hispanic individuals aged 17 years and younger served in the 2016
reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were adjustment disorders (21 percent).

Living Arrangements

Tables 2.3a—2.4c. Among individuals aged 17 years and younger served in the 2016 reporting
period who were in foster care or were homeless, the most frequently reported diagnoses were
adjustment disorders (37 percent). During the same period, peers living in a private residence were
most frequently reported with an ADD/ADHD diagnosis (25 percent), while peers in residential
care were most frequently reported with diagnoses of adjustment disorders or depressive disorders
(16 percent each).

SED Status

Tables 2.3a—2.4c. Among individuals aged 17 years and younger with SED served in the 2016
reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnosis was ADD/ADHD (25 percent), while among
peers without SED, the most frequently reported diagnoses were adjustment disorders (27 percent).

Level of Functioning

Tables 2.3a—2.4c. Among individuals served aged 17 years and younger who had a lower level of
functioning according to the Children’s Global Assessment Scale (CGAS) (i.e., a score of 1 to 50 on
the 100-point scale), the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (21 percent).

The most frequently reported diagnoses among individuals served aged 17 years and younger who
had a higher level of functioning (i.e., a CGAS score of 51 to 100) were adjustment disorders (23
percent).
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Client Treatment Status at the Start of the Reporting Period

Tables 2.5a—2.6c. Among individuals aged 17 years and younger who were newly admitted to
treatment in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were adjustment
disorders (23 percent).

Among individuals aged 17 years and younger who were continuing treatment during the 2016
reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnosis was ADD/ADHD (27 percent).

SED Status and Level of Functioning, by Service Setting

Table 2.7. SED status and level of functioning varied by service setting among individuals aged
17 years and younger served in the 2016 reporting period. It should be noted that individuals may
have received services in more than one setting, and therefore may be counted in multiple columns
of Table 2.7.

During the 2016 reporting period, 99 percent of individuals aged 17 years and younger were served
in community-based programs. Among individuals aged 17 years and younger served in community-
based programs during the 2016 reporting period, 65 percent had SED; by contrast, among those
served in a state psychiatric hospital and in institutions under the justice system, 82 percent and 80
percent, respectively, had SED.

Among individuals aged 17 years and younger served during the 2016 reporting period, greater
proportions in community-based programs (45 percent) or institutions under the justice system (42
percent) had higher levels of functioning (i.e., a CGAS score of 51 to 100) compared with those
in residential treatment centers (32 percent), state psychiatric hospitals (22 percent), and other
psychiatric inpatient settings (26 percent).
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CHAPTER 3
CHARACTERISTICS OF YOUNG ADULTS AGED 18 TO 24 YEARS
RECEIVING MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES: 2016

his chapter presents data on young adults aged 18 to 24 years who received mental health

services through SMHASs in the 2016 reporting period. Data on NOMs and clinical measures
for all young adults are presented by demographic characteristics and mental health diagnoses.
Characteristics for the subpopulation of young adults with a SMI are presented only where they
differ from the characteristics of all young adults who received mental health services in the 2016
reporting period.

The mental health diagnoses presented in the chapter tables are adjustment disorders; anxiety
disorders; ADD/ADHD; mood disorders (bipolar disorders and depressive disorders); personality
disorders; schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders; and other disorders.

Number Served

Table 1.2c and Tables 3.1a—3.2c. States reported a total of 574,657 individuals aged 18 to 24 years
served during the 2016 reporting period (accounting for 10 percent of all individuals served);
448,131 had a valid mental health diagnosis code, of which 287,555 were reported to have SMI.

During that period, the data show mental health diagnoses among young adults differed across
categories for several characteristics, including gender, living arrangements, detailed not in labor
force status, and service setting. Mental health diagnoses were largely similar across race, ethnicity,
education level, marital status, SMI status, level of functioning, employment status, and timing of
admission.

A comparison of the findings for all young adults and the subpopulation of young adults with SMI
found similar patterns in the distribution of characteristics during the 2016 reporting period, but
there were some differences depending on gender, race, and service setting.

Gender

Table 3.1a. Among males aged 18 to 24 years served during the 2016 reporting period, the most
frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (22 percent), bipolar disorders (16
percent), and schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (15 percent). Among female peers, the
most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (35 percent), bipolar disorders (17
percent), and anxiety disorders (16 percent).

Tables 3.2a—c. Individuals aged 18 to 24 years with SMI served during the 2016 reporting period
demonstrated slightly different patterns of variation. Among males aged 18 to 24 years with SMI,
the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (24 percent) and schizophrenia
and other psychotic disorders (20 percent); among female peers, the most frequently reported
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diagnoses were depressive disorders (38 percent). Similar proportions of males and females aged
18 to 24 years served in the 2016 reporting period had bipolar disorder diagnoses (20 percent each).

Race and Ethnicity

Table 3.1a. Depressive disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses among individuals
of every racial and ethnic group aged 18 to 24 years served during the 2016 reporting period. By
race, the second most frequently reported diagnoses for individuals aged 18 to 24 years were bipolar
disorders among Whites (17 percent). Schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were the second
most frequently reported diagnoses among Asians (18 percent), Blacks or African Americans (17
percent), and Native Hawaiians or Other Pacific Islanders (16 percent). Among American Indians/
Alaskan Natives, the second most frequently reported diagnoses were anxiety disorders (15 percent).

Tables 3.2a—c. Among individuals with SMI aged 18 to 24 years of every race and ethnic group
served during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were also depressive
disorders. By race, among individuals with SMI aged 18 to 24 years, the second most frequently
reported diagnoses were bipolar disorders among Whites (21 percent) and American Indians/Alaskan
Natives (15 percent); schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were the second most frequently
reported diagnoses among Asians (24 percent), Blacks or African Americans (22 percent), and
Native Hawaiians or Other Pacific Islanders (20 percent).

Education

Tables 3.3a—3.4c. Among individuals of every education level aged 18 to 24 years served during the
2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders, ranging
from 24 percent of individuals who completed at most Grade 8 to 37 percent among individuals
who completed at least a year of education beyond Grade 12.

Marital Status

Tables 3.3a—3.4c. Among individuals across all marital status categories aged 18 to 24 years served
during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequent reported diagnoses were depressive disorders,
ranging from 29 percent among never married individuals to 42 percent among widowed individuals.

Living Arrangements

Tables 3.5a—3.6c. Among individuals who lived in a private residence, were aged 18 to 24 years,
and were served during the 2016 reporting period, depressive disorders were the most frequently
reported diagnoses (30 percent), as was the case for peers who were homeless (25 percent), and for
peers who were in foster care (22 percent).

Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years served in residential care during the 2016 reporting period,
the two most frequently reported diagnoses were bipolar disorders (21 percent) and schizophrenia
and other psychotic disorders (21 percent).
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SMI Status

Tables 3.5a—3.6¢c. Among individuals with SMI aged 18 to 24 years served during the 2016 reporting
period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (31 percent); this was also
true of individuals aged 18 to 24 years who did not have SMI (24 percent).

Level of Functioning

Tables 3.5a—3.6c. Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years served during the 2016 reporting period
who had a GAF score between 1 and 50, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive
disorders (31 percent); the most frequently reported diagnoses among individuals aged 18 to 24
years served during the 2016 reporting period who had a GAF score between 51 and 100 were also
depressive disorders (27 percent).

Employment Status

Tables 3.7a—3.8c. Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years served in the 2016 reporting period, 25
percent were employed, 27 percent were unemployed, and 48 percent were not in the labor force;
of those not in the labor force, 45 percent were students.

Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years served during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently
reported diagnoses across each employment status were depressive disorders (ranging between 27
and 36 percent).

Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years served during the 2016 reporting period who were not in
the labor force, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders for homemakers
(36 percent), those working in sheltered/non-competitive employment (28 percent), students (27
percent), and those who were retired (21 percent). Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years served
during the 2016 reporting period who were not in the labor force and were disabled, the most
frequently reported diagnoses were schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (24 percent).

Client Treatment Status at the Start of the Reporting Period

Tables 3.9a—-3.10c. Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years served during the 2016 reporting period,
the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders, regardless of individuals’ treatment
status at the start of the reporting period (31 percent among individuals who were newly admitted
to treatment and 25 percent among individuals who were continuing treatment).

Service Setting

Tables 3.9a-3.10c. The most frequently reported diagnoses varied by mental health service setting.
It should be noted that individuals may have received services in more than one service setting
during the reporting period, and therefore may be counted in multiple columns of Tables 3.9a—
and Tables 3.10a—c.

Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently
reported diagnoses were schizophrenia and other disorders for those in state psychiatric hospitals
(42 percent) and residential treatment centers (23 percent); among peers served in community-based
programs, depressive disorders (29 percent) were the most frequently reported diagnoses.
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Similar patterns were seen among individuals with SMI aged 18 to 24 years served during the 2016
reporting period: Schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were the most frequently reported
diagnoses among those in state psychiatric hospitals (47 percent), other psychiatric inpatient facilities
(29 percent), and residential treatment centers (28 percent).

SMI Status and Level of Functioning by Service Setting

Table 3.11. Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years served during the 2016 reporting period, SMI
status and level of functioning varied by service setting. It should be noted that individuals may
have received services in more than one setting and therefore may be counted in multiple columns
of Table 3.11.

Community-based programs treated 97 percent of individuals aged 18 to 24 years during the 2016
reporting period. Among individuals aged 18 to 24 years treated in community-based programs
during this period, 63 percent had SMI; by comparison, among peers served in a state psychiatric
hospital, 82 percent had SMI; in residential treatment centers, 73 percent had SMI; in other psychiatric
inpatient settings, 70 percent had SMI.

Of individuals aged 18 to 24 years served during the 2016 reporting period, a higher proportion
of those served in community-based programs (41 percent) than in institutions under the justice
system (27 percent) functioned at the 51 to 100 level, as compared with those in residential treatment
centers (26 percent), state psychiatric hospitals (23 percent), and other psychiatric inpatient settings
(21 percent).

RECEIVING MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES: 2016

his chapter presents data on adults aged 25 to 54 years who received mental health services

through SMHAs in the 2016 reporting period. Data on NOMs and clinical measures for all
adults are presented by demographic characteristics and mental health diagnoses. Characteristics
for the subpopulation of adults with SMI are presented where they differ from the characteristics
of all adults.

The mental health diagnoses presented in the chapter tables are adjustment disorders; anxiety
disorders; ADD/ADHD; mood disorders (bipolar disorders and depressive disorders); personality
disorders; schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders; and other disorders.

Number Served

Tables 1.2d, 4.1a—4.2c, and 4.4a. States reported a total of 2,580,445 individuals aged 25 to 54 years
during the 2016 reporting period (accounting for 46 percent of all individuals served); 2,035,831
had a valid mental health diagnosis code, of which 1,408,115 were reported to have SMI.

Gender

Tables 4.1a—4.2c. Among males aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, the most
frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (26 percent), schizophrenia and other
psychotic disorders (25 percent), and bipolar disorders (18 percent); among female peers, the most
frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (35 percent), bipolar disorders (21 percent),
and anxiety disorders (14 percent).

Race

Tables 4.1a—4.2c. Among individuals of all races, except Asians, who were aged 25 to 54 years and
were served in the 2016 reporting period, depressive disorders were the most frequently reported
diagnoses; diagnoses of depressive disorders were reported among 32 percent of Whites, 31 percent
of Blacks or African Americans, and 29 percent of American Indian or Alaskan Natives. Among
Asians aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, schizophrenia and other psychotic
disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses (31 percent).

Ethnicity

Tables 4.1a—4.2c. Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period,
depressive disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses for both those of Hispanic origin
(33 percent) and non-Hispanic origin (31 percent).
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Education

Tables 4.3a—4.4c. Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period,
depressive disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses, ranging from 31 percent among
those who completed at least one year of Grades 9—-11 to 34 percent among those who completed
at least a year of education beyond Grade 12.

Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently
reported diagnoses, after depressive disorders, for those who completed at least one year of Grades
9-11 were schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (24 percent) and bipolar disorders (19
percent).

Among those who completed at most Grade 8, the most frequently reported diagnoses, after
depressive disorders (32 percent), were also schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (19 percent)
and bipolar disorders (16 percent).

Among those who attained Grade 12 or a GED, the most frequently reported diagnoses, after
depressive disorders, were bipolar disorders (20 percent) and schizophrenia and other psychotic
disorders (18 percent). Among those who attained at least one year of education beyond Grade
12, the most frequently reported diagnoses, after depressive disorders, were bipolar disorders (22
percent) and anxiety disorders (14 percent).

Marital Status

Tables 4.3a—4.4c. Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, the
most frequently reported diagnoses across all marital statuses were depressive disorders, ranging
from 30 percent among those who were never married to 42 percent among those who were widowed.

Living Arrangements

Tables 4.5a—4.6c. Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served during the 2016 reporting period who
were homeless, lived in a private residence, or had other living arrangements,'* the most frequently
reported diagnoses were depressive disorders, ranging from 28 percent of homeless individuals to
32 percent of individuals living in a private residence.

Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, schizophrenia and
other psychotic disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses among those living in an
institutional setting (51 percent), in residential care (44 percent), in foster care (23 percent), or in
jails or correctional facilities (20 percent).

The second most frequently reported diagnoses among individuals served aged 25 to 54 who were
in jails or correctional institutions were depressive disorders (17 percent).

SMI Status

Tables 4.5a—4.6c. Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, the
most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders, both among those who had SMI (32
percent) and those who did not have SMI (28 percent). For those with SMI, the next most frequent

15 Other living arrangements include crisis residence and other undefined residence.
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diagnoses were bipolar disorders (23 percent) and schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (21
percent); among those without SMI, the second most frequent diagnoses were anxiety disorders
(19 percent).

Level of Functioning

Tables 4.5a—4.6¢. For individuals at all levels of functioning who were aged 25 to 54 years and who
were served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequent diagnoses were depressive disorders; of
those with a GAF score of zero, 28 percent had depressive disorder diagnoses. Depressive disorder
diagnoses were also reported among 30 percent of those with GAF scores between 1 and 50, as
well as among 30 percent of those with GAF scores between 51 and 100.

Employment Status

Tables 4.7a—4.8c. Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, 25
percent were employed, 30 percent were unemployed, and 45 percent were not in the labor force.
The most frequent diagnoses across all employment statuses were depressive disorders.

Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, the percentage that
were employed full time ranged from 4 percent of those with diagnoses of schizophrenia and other
psychotic disorders to 32 percent of those with diagnoses of ADD/ADHD.

Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period, the percentage that
were not in the labor force ranged from 36 percent of those with diagnoses of adjustment disorders
to 63 percent of those with diagnoses of schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders.

Client Treatment Status at the Start of the Reporting Period

Tables 4.9a—4.10c. Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in the 2016 reporting period,
depressive disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses, regardless of individuals’
treatment status at the start of the reporting period; depressive disorders were reported for 33 percent
of individuals who were newly admitted to treatment and for 29 percent of individuals who were
continuing treatment. Bipolar disorders were the second most frequently reported diagnoses for
individuals who were newly admitted to treatment (18 percent); schizophrenia and other psychotic
disorders were the second most frequently reported diagnoses for individuals who were continuing
treatment (23 percent).

Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years who were continuing treatment in the 2016 reporting period,
23 percent had diagnoses of schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders, as compared with 11
percent of individuals aged 25 to 54 years who were newly admitted to treatment.

Among individuals with SMI aged 25 to 54 years who were served in the 2016 reporting period, the
most frequent diagnoses were also depressive disorders, but the next most frequent diagnoses were
schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders among individuals who were continuing treatment (28
percent) and bipolar disorders among individuals who were newly admitted to treatment (22 percent).

Individuals with SMI aged 25 to 54 years who were continuing treatment in the 2016 reporting period
more frequently had diagnoses of schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders than individuals who
were newly admitted to treatment (14 percent).
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Service Setting

Tables 4.9a—4.10c. 1t should be noted that individuals may have received services in more than
one service setting during the reporting period and therefore may be counted in multiple columns
of Tables 4.9a—c and 4.10a—c.

Community-based programs accounted for 97 percent of individuals aged 25 to 54 years served
during the 2016 reporting period. Among individuals aged 25 to 54 years served in community-based
programs during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequent diagnoses were depressive disorders
(31 percent), bipolar disorders (20 percent), and schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (16
percent). Schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses
among individuals aged 25 to 54 years who were served during the same period in state psychiatric
hospitals (52 percent), residential treatment centers (37 percent), other psychiatric inpatient settings
(27 percent), and institutions under the justice system (19 percent).

Among individuals with SMI aged 25 to 54 years who were served in a community-based program
during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequent diagnoses were depressive disorders (33 percent),
bipolar disorders (23 percent), and schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (20 percent).
Schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses among
individuals with SMI aged 25 to 54 years who were served during the same period in state psychiatric
hospitals (57 percent), residential treatment centers (41 percent), other psychiatric inpatient settings
(31 percent), and institutions under the justice system (24 percent).

SMI Status and Level of Functioning, by Service Setting

Table 4.11 presents the number and percentage of individuals aged 25 to 54 years served during
the 2016 reporting period by mental health service setting, SMI status, and level of functioning. It
should be noted that individuals may have received services in more than one setting and therefore
may be counted in multiple columns of Table 4.11.

Among individuals aged 25 to 54 treated in community-based programs during this period, 67
percent had SMI; by comparison, 86 percent of peers in state psychiatric hospitals and 77 percent
in institutions under the justice system had SMI.

Community programs reported the largest proportions of higher-functioning individuals aged 25 to
54 years served during the 2016 reporting period (41 percent had GAF scores between 51 and 100),
while state psychiatric hospitals had the largest proportion of individuals functioning at GAF levels
between 1 and 50 (67 percent). Institutions under the justice system had the largest proportion of
individuals with GAF scores of zero (16 percent).
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CHAPTER 5
CHARACTERISTICS OF OLDER ADULTS AGED 55 YEARS AND
OLDER RECEIVING MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES: 2016

his chapter presents data on individuals aged 55 years and older who received mental health

services through SMHA s in the 2016 reporting period. Data on NOMs and clinical measures for
older adults are presented by diagnostic categories and mental health diagnoses. Characteristics for
the subpopulation of older adults with SMI are presented where they differ from the characteristics
of all individuals aged 55 and older served during the 2016 reporting period.

The mental health diagnoses presented in the chapter tables are adjustment disorders; anxiety
disorders; delirium, dementia, and other cognitive disorders (delirium/dementia); mood disorders
(bipolar disorders and depressive disorders); personality disorders; schizophrenia and other psychotic
disorders; and other disorders. Since delirium/dementia diagnoses become significant within this
age group, this chapter tracks the reporting of such diagnoses instead of ADD/ADHD, which is a
rare diagnosis for this age group.

Number Served

Tables 1.2e and 5.1a—5.2c. States reported a total of 867,781 individuals aged 55 years and older
served during the 2016 reporting period (accounting for 15 percent of all individuals served);
632,425 had a valid mental health diagnosis code, of which 464,115 were reported to have SMI.

During this period, the data show that mental health diagnoses differed somewhat across categories
for several variables, including gender, race, ethnicity, marital status, living arrangements, SMI status,
and service setting. Mental health diagnoses were largely similar across educational attainment,
level of functioning, employment status, and timing of admission. A comparison of the findings
for all older adults and the subpopulation of older adults with SMI found similar patterns in the
distribution of characteristics across most variables during the 2016 reporting period.

Gender

Tables 5.1a—5.2c. Among males aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period, the
most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (31 percent), schizophrenia and other
psychotic disorders (31 percent), and bipolar disorders (14 percent); among females peers served
during this period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (41 percent),
schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (19 percent), and bipolar disorders (17 percent).

Race

Tables 5.1a—5.2c. Among individuals of all races, except Blacks or African Americans, who were
aged 55 years and older and were served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported
diagnoses were depressive disorders, ranging from 36 percent of American Indians or Alaskan
Natives to 45 percent of Asians; among Black or African American peers, the two most frequently
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reported diagnoses were schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (39 percent) and depressive
disorders (33 percent).

Schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were the second most frequently reported diagnoses
among individuals for all races, except for Blacks or African Americans, who were aged 55 years
and older and were served during the 2016 reporting period, ranging from 18 percent of American
Indians or Alaskan Natives to 30 percent of Native Hawaiians or Other Pacific Islanders.

Ethnicity

Tables 5.1a—5.2c. Among individuals aged 55 years and older served during the 2016 reporting period,
the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders both for those of Hispanic origin
(46 percent) and non-Hispanic origin (36 percent). Schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were
the second most frequently reported diagnoses both for Hispanics and non-Hispanics (20 percent
and 24 percent, respectively).

Education

Tables 5.3a—5.4c. Among individuals across all levels of educational attainment who were aged 55
years or older and were served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses
were depressive disorders, ranging from 37 percent among those who completed at least one year
of Grades 9—-11 to 39 percent among those who had completed at most Grade 8.

Among individuals aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period, 46 percent had
completed Grade 12 or a GED; this cohort accounted for 48 percent of delirium/dementia diagnoses
among all individuals aged 55 years and older. By contrast, among individuals aged 55 years and
older, 26 percent had completed at least a year of education beyond Grade 12, but this cohort
accounted for just 16 percent of delirium/dementia diagnoses among all individuals aged 55 years
and older who were served in the 2016 reporting period.

Marital Status

Tables 5.3a—5.4c. Among individuals aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period,
the most frequently reported diagnoses across all marital statuses, except those who were never
married, were depressive disorders, ranging from 45 percent of those who were widowed to 40
percent of those who were divorced. Among never-married individuals aged 55 years and older who
were served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were schizophrenia
and other psychotic disorders (39 percent).

Living Arrangements

Tables 5.5a—5.6c. Among individuals aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period
who were living in a private residence, were homeless, or had other living arrangements, the most
frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders, ranging from 33 percent among those
with other living arrangements to 39 percent among those who were living in a private residence.

Among individuals aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period, schizophrenia
and other psychotic disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses among those living in
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residential care (61 percent), an institutional setting (40 percent), foster care (36 percent), or a jail/
correctional facility (30 percent).

SMI Status

Tables 5.5a—5.6c. Among individuals aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period,
the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders, both among those who had SMI
(38 percent) and those who did not have SMI (35 percent). For those with SMI, the second most
frequently reported diagnoses were schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (28 percent);
among those without SMI, the second most frequently reported diagnoses were anxiety disorders
(15 percent).

Level of Functioning

Tables 5.5a-5.6¢. For individuals at all levels of functioning who were aged 55 years and older and
were served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequent diagnoses were depressive disorders;
the proportions of such diagnoses increased with level of functioning, ranging from 34 percent of
those with GAF scores of zero, to 39 percent of those with GAF scores between 51 and 100.

Employment Status

Tables 5.7a—5.8c. Among individuals aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period,
12 percent were employed, 17 percent were unemployed, and 72 percent were not in the labor
force (of which 58 percent were disabled and 13 percent were retired). Among individuals across
all employment statuses who were aged 55 years and older and were served in the 2016 reporting
period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders, ranging from 37 percent
among those not in the labor force to 44 percent among those unemployed.

The second most frequently reported diagnoses among individuals aged 55 years and older served
in the 2016 reporting period were schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders for those not in the
labor force (27 percent), unemployed (19 percent), and employed part time (18 percent); and anxiety
disorders for those employed full time (15 percent).

Among the 72 percent of individuals aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period
who were not in the labor force, 58 percent were disabled; of these, 35 percent had diagnoses of
depressive disorders and 31 percent had diagnoses of schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders.

Client Treatment Status at the Start of the Reporting Period

Tables 5.9a—-5.10c. Among individuals aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period,
depressive disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses, regardless of individuals’ treatment
status at the start of the reporting period; depressive disorders were reported for 40 percent of those
newly admitted to treatment in the 2016 reporting period and for 35 percent of individuals who were
continuing treatment. Schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were the second most frequently
reported diagnoses in the same period for individuals aged 55 years and older who were continuing
treatment (30 percent) and for those newly admitted to treatment (16 percent).
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Among individuals with SMI aged 55 years and older served in the 2016 reporting period, diagnoses
of schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were more frequently reported among those who
were new admissions (44 percent) than those continuing treatment (35 percent).

Service Setting

Tables 5.9a-5.10c. It should be noted that individuals may have received services in more than one
service setting and therefore may be counted in multiple columns of Tables 5.9a—c and 5.10a—c.

Community-based programs accounted for 98 percent of individuals aged 55 years and older served
during the 2016 reporting period. Among individuals aged 55 years and older served in community-
based programs during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequent diagnoses were depressive
disorders (38 percent). Schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were the most frequently
reported diagnoses among individuals aged 55 years and older served during the same period in
state psychiatric hospitals (58 percent) and residential treatment centers (52 percent).

SMI Status and Level of Functioning by Service Setting

Table 5.11 presents the number and percentage distribution of individuals aged 55 years and older
who were served in the 2016 reporting period by mental health service setting, SMI status, and level
of functioning. It should be noted that individuals may have received services in more than one
setting during the reporting period and therefore may be counted in multiple columns of Table 5.11.

Community-based programs accounted for 97 percent of individuals aged 55 years and older served
during the 2016 reporting period who had valid mental health diagnosis codes. During this time,
community programs reported the lowest proportion among all service settings of individuals aged
55 years and older who had SMI (69 percent); state psychiatric hospitals had the highest proportion
of individuals aged 55 years and older with SMI (85 percent).

The service settings with the highest percentage of individuals with GAF scores between 51 and
100 were community-based programs and residential treatment centers (43 percent each).

CHARACTERISTICS OF INDIVIDUALS WITH CO-OCCURRING
MENTAL HEALTH AND SUBSTANCE USE DISORDERS RECEIVING
MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES: 2016

his chapter presents data on individuals aged 12 years and older diagnosed with co-occurring

mental health and substance use disorders who received mental health services through SMHAs
during the 2016 reporting period. Data on NOMs and clinical measures for all individuals are
presented by demographic characteristics and mental health diagnoses. It should be noted that the
definition for co-occurring substance use includes those who have a reported, identified substance
use disorder but may not have a formal substance use diagnosis in addition to a reported mental
health diagnosis. It should also be noted that data reported in this chapter exclude individuals whose
only mental health diagnoses were substance use disorders.

The mental health diagnoses presented in the chapter tables are adjustment disorders; anxiety
disorders; ADD/ADHD; mood disorders (bipolar disorders and depressive disorders); personality
disorders; schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders; and other disorders.

Number Served

Table 6.1a. States reported a total of 619,961 individuals with co-occurring mental health and
substance use disorders aged 12 years and older who were served in the 2016 reporting period,
accounting for 11 percent of all individuals served during this period.

Mental health diagnoses for individuals with co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders
aged 12 and older who were served in the 2016 reporting period differed somewhat by gender, age
group, race, ethnicity, living arrangements, employment, not in labor force details, service setting,
and timing of admission. Mental health diagnoses for this cohort were largely similar across SMI/
SED status and level of functioning.

Gender

Tables 6.1a—c. For males with co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders aged 12
years or older served during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were
schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (25 percent) and depressive disorders (24 percent).
Among their female counterparts, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders
(31 percent) and bipolar disorders (25 percent).

Age

Tables 6.1a—c. Among individuals with co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders
served in the 2016 reporting period, for all age categories, the most frequently reported diagnoses
were depressive disorders, ranging between 22 percent in the 12 to 14 years age group and 34 percent
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in the 55 to 59 years age group, as well as in the 60 to 64 years age group. Among those aged 21 to
49 years, the second most frequently reported diagnoses were bipolar disorders, ranging between
21 percent in the 21 to 25 years age group and 25 percent in the 40 to 44 years age group. Among
those aged 50 years and older, schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders were the second most
frequently reported diagnoses, ranging between 22 percent in the 50 to 54 years age group and 29
percent in the 65 years and older age group.

Race

Tables 6.2a—c. Among individuals with co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders served
during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders
for Whites (29 percent) and American Indian or Alaskan Natives (27 percent). Schizophrenia
and other psychotic disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses for Blacks or African
Americans (33 percent), Asians (32 percent), and Native Hawaiians or Other Pacific Islanders (31
percent).

Ethnicity

Tables 6.2a—c. Among individuals with co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders served
in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders for
both those of Hispanic origin (25 percent) and non-Hispanic origin (28 percent).

Substance Use Diagnosis

Tables 6.3a—c. Among individuals with co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders
served during the 2016 reporting period, mental health diagnoses differed very little by substance
use diagnosis. Depressive disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses for individuals
who had co-occurring alcohol dependence (33 percent), cocaine dependence (28 percent), marijuana
dependence (25 percent), and opioid dependence (33 percent). Depressive disorders were the most
frequently reported mental health diagnoses for those who had co-occurring non-dependent use of
alcohol (30 percent), cocaine (28 percent), marijuana (25 percent), and opioids (34 percent).

Living Arrangements

Tables 6.4a—c. Among individuals with co-occurring mental health and substance use diagnoses
served during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses for those living in
private residences were depressive disorders (29 percent) and bipolar disorders (23 percent). Among
those who were homeless, who had co-occurring mental health and substance use diagnoses, and who
were served in the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive
disorders (27 percent) and bipolar disorders (24 percent). Schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders
were the most frequently reported diagnoses among those in institutional settings (47 percent) and
residential care (40 percent).
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SMI/SED Status

Tables 6.4a—c. Among individuals with SMI who had co-occurring mental health and substance use
disorders and were served during the 2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses
were depressive disorders (28 percent).

Level of Functioning

Tables 6.4a—c. Among individuals who had GAF scores between 1 and 50, who had co-occurring
mental health and substance use disorders, and who were served during the 2016 reporting period,
the most frequently reported diagnoses were bipolar disorders (27 percent).

Among higher functioning individuals (GAF scores between 51 and 100) who had co-occurring
mental health and substance use disorders and who were served during the 2016 reporting period,
the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (26 percent).

Employment Status

Tables 6.5a—c. Among individuals who had co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders,
who were aged 18 years and older, and who were served during the 2016 reporting period, 27
percent were unemployed, and 22 percent were employed; the most frequently reported diagnoses
were depressive disorders among both those unemployed (33 percent) and employed (33 percent).

Among individuals who were not in the labor force, who had co-occurring mental health and
substance use disorders, who were aged 18 years and older, and who were served in the 2016
reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive disorders (28 percent),
schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (26 percent), and bipolar disorders (23 percent).

Among individuals who were not in the labor force, who had co-occurring mental health and substance
use disorders, who were aged 18 years and older, and who were served in the 2016 reporting period,
the most frequently reported diagnoses varied according to the details of individuals’ classification as
not in the labor force: Depressive disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses among those
who were retired (39 percent) or homemakers (33 percent); the most frequently reported diagnoses
among those who were disabled were schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (32 percent);
and the most frequently reported diagnoses among those who were in sheltered/non-competitive
settings were bipolar disorders (26 percent) and depressive disorders (26 percent).

Service Setting

Tables 6.6a—c. It should be noted that individuals may have received services in more than one
service setting during the reporting period and therefore may be counted in multiple columns of
Tables 6.6a—c.

Among individuals with co-occurring mental health and substance use disorders served during the
2016 reporting period, the most frequently reported diagnosis varied by service setting: Schizophrenia
and other psychotic disorders were the most frequently reported diagnoses for those in state
psychiatric hospitals (48 percent) and residential treatment centers (35 percent); depressive disorders
(28 percent) and schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (26 percent) were the most frequently
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reported diagnoses for those in other psychiatric inpatient settings; and depressive disorders were
most the frequently reported diagnoses for those in community-based programs (28 percent).

Client Treatment Status at the Start of the Reporting Period

Among individuals newly admitted to treatment in the 2016 reporting period who had co-occurring
mental health and substance use disorders, the most frequently reported diagnoses were depressive
disorders (30 percent).

Among individuals continuing treatment at the start of the 2016 reporting period who had co-
occurring mental health and substance use disorders, the most frequently reported diagnoses were
schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (25 percent).
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CHAPTER 7
CLIENT OUTCOMES AMONG INDIVIDUALS RECEIVING MENTAL
HEALTH SERVICES: 2013 AND 2016

his chapter presents data on a cohort of individuals who received mental health services through

SMHASs during the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods. The length of treatment was not taken
into consideration. NOMs are presented by demographic characteristics, mental health diagnoses,
and clinical measures for all individuals, based on the last reported status in each period.

Individuals were selected for analysis by matching any individual records in 2013 with any in 2016
from the same state and with the same unique identification number; other individuals in 2013
and 2016 were excluded from analysis in this chapter. The resulting data set contained 1,639,856
unique clients.

The mental health diagnoses presented in the chapter tables are adjustment disorders, substance
use disorders, anxiety disorders, ADD/ADHD, mood disorders (bipolar disorders and depressive
disorders), personality disorders, schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders, and other disorders.
Of these, one—ADD/ADHD—is typically identified in childhood.

Living Arrangements

Tables 7.1a—7.2c. States reported a total of 836,277 individuals served in both the 2013 and 2016
reporting periods who had known living arrangements in both reporting years.

Among individuals served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods, those living in a private
residence accounted for 84 percent in 2013 and 82 percent in 2016; those living in residential care
accounted for 5 percent in 2013 and 6 percent in 2016; those who were homeless accounted for 3
percent in both 2013 and 2016; those who were in institutional settings accounted for 2 percent in
both 2013 and 2016; those in jails/correctional facilities accounted for 2 percent in both 2013 and
2016; and those in foster care accounted for 2 percent in 2013 and 1 percent in 2016.

Employment Status

Tables 7.3a—7.4c. States reported a total of 462,602 individuals aged 18 years and older in 2016 who
were served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods and who had known employment status in
both years. (Of these individuals, 449,552 were aged 18 years and older in the 2013 reporting period.)

Among individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting
periods, those who were not in the labor force accounted for 63 percent in 2013 and 65 percent in
2016; those who were unemployed accounted for 23 percent in 2013 and 20 percent in 2016; and
those who were employed accounted for 14 percent in 2013 and 15 percent in 2016.

Among individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting
periods, across most values for several variables—gender, age group, co-occurring mental health and
substance use disorders, and mental health diagnosis—more than half were not in the labor force.
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Among individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting
periods, employment status varied across age groups; both in 2013 and in 2016, those aged 55 years
and older more frequently reported being not in the labor force than those aged 18 to 54 years.

Among individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting
periods, of those with adjustment disorders, 16 percent were employed in 2013 and 20 percent were
employed in 2016.

Among individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting
periods, the mental health diagnosis category with the lowest proportion of those employed was
schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders (9 percent in both 2013 and 2016).

Transitions in Living Arrangements

Individuals living in a private residence in 2013

Tables 7.5a—b and Figure 2. Among individuals served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods,
90 percent of those who lived in a private residence in 2013 also reported living in a private residence
in 2016; 2 percent transitioned to residential care; 2 percent transitioned to homelessness; and 5
percent, combined, transitioned to other living arrangements, institutional settings, or jail.

A higher percentage of individuals served reported living in private residence in both periods among
those with depressive disorder (92 percent) compared with all individuals served that reported living
in a private residence in both periods.

Among individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting
periods and who had diagnoses of schizophrenia and other psychotic disorders, 89 percent of those
who lived in a private residence in 2013 also reported living in private residence in 2016; 4 percent
transitioned from a private residence in 2013 to residential care in 2016, while 2 percent became
homeless or moved to institutional settings.

Among individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting
periods, transitions out of private residences in 2013 were more frequently reported among those
with an alcohol or substance use disorder than among any other selected diagnoses presented; 6
percent became homeless and 2 percent reported being in jail or correctional facilities in 2016.

Individuals who were homeless in 2013

Tables 7.5a—b and Figure 3. Among individuals aged 18 years and older served in both the 2013
and 2016 reporting periods, 39 percent who were homeless in 2013 also reported being homeless in
2016; 46 percent transitioned to a private residence, 6 percent to residential care, 5 percent to other
living arrangements, 2 percent to institutional settings, and 1 percent to jail or correctional facilities.

Among individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting
periods, 51 percent of those with depressive disorders and 49 percent of those with bipolar disorders
who were homeless in 2013 transitioned to a private residence in 2016.

Among individuals served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods who had schizophrenia and
other psychotic disorders, 43 percent of those who reported being homeless in 2013 also reported
being homeless in 2016; 37 percent transitioned from homelessness in 2013 to private residence in
2016, 10 percent moved to residential care, 4 percent went to institutional settings, and 2 percent
went to jail or correctional facilities.

Individuals with an alcohol or substance use disorder aged 18 years and older who were served in
both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods accounted for the largest proportion of individuals that

remained homeless in 2016 across the selected diagnoses presented; 49 percent were homeless in
both periods and 37 percent reported transitioning to a private residence in 2016.

Individuals in jail or correctional facilities in 2013

Tables 7.5a—b and Figure 4. Among individuals aged 18 years and older served in both the 2013 and
2016 reporting periods, 59 percent of those who were in jail or correctional facilities in 2013 also
reported being in jail or correctional facilities in 2016; 26 percent transitioned to private residences,
5 percent to residential care, 5 percent to homelessness, and 3 percent to institutional settings.

The pattern of transition from jail or correctional facilities to other living arrangements varied
across mental health diagnoses. Of individuals served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods,
26 percent of those with an alcohol or substance use disorder reported transitioning from jail or
correctional facilities to private residences, compared with 26 percent of all individuals served in
both reporting periods.

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Among individuals served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods who had depressive disorders,
63 percent of those who reported being in jail or correctional facilities in 2013 also reported being
in jail or correctional facilities in 2016; 27 percent transitioned from jail or correctional facilities
in 2013 to a private residence in 2016.

Ofindividuals served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods who had schizophrenia and other
psychotic disorders, 49 percent reported being in jail or correctional facilities both in 2013 and in
2016; 28 percent transitioned from jail or correctional facilities in 2013 to a private residence in
2016; 8 percent transitioned to residential care, and 6 percent became homeless.

Transitions in Employment Status

Individuals who were employed in 2013

Tables 7.6a—b and Figure 5. Among individuals aged 18 years and older who were served in both
the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods, 60 percent of those who were employed in 2013 also reported
being employed in 2016; 15 percent transitioned to being unemployed, and 25 percent had left the
labor force.

The pattern of transitioning from being employed in 2013 to other employment statuses in 2016
was similar among individuals with depressive disorders and bipolar disorders as compared with
all individuals served in both reporting periods.

A higher percentage of individuals aged 18 years and older who had an alcohol or substance use
disorder reported being employed in both periods (64 percent) than among all individuals served
in both periods who reported being employed in both periods, across all selected mental health
diagnoses (60 percent).

Individuals who were unemployed in 2013

Tables 7.6a—b and Figure 6. Among individuals served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods
overall, 54 percent of those who were unemployed in 2013 also reported being unemployed in 2016.
There was substantial transition among these individuals from unemployment in 2013 to not in the
labor force (33 percent) and employed (12 percent) in 2016.

Among individuals aged 18 years and older, 15 percent of those with depressive disorders and 16
percent of those with bipolar disorders transitioned from employment in 2013 to unemployment
in 2016; 40 perccent of all individuals aged 18 years and older, across all selected mental health
diagnoses, transitioned out of employment in 2013 to unemployment in 2016.

Of all the individuals aged 18 years and older who were unemployed in 2013 and had an alcohol
or substance use disorder, 72 percent continued to be unemployed in 2016.

A higher percentage of individuals served were unemployed in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting
periods among those with an alcohol or substance use disorder (72 percent) compared with all
individuals served in both periods who reported being unemployed in 2013 (54 percent).

Individuals who were not in the labor force in 2013

Tables 7.6a—b and Figure 7. Among individuals served in both the 2013 and 2016 reporting periods
overall, 85 percent of those who were not in the labor force in 2013 also reported not being in the labor
force in 2016; 9 percent transitioned to unemployment, and 6 percent transitioned to employment in
2016. The pattern of transition from not in the labor force to other employment statuses was similar
among individuals served with bipolar and depressive disorders compared with individuals overall.

Dependent Living: Private Residence — adult individuals living in a house, apart-
ment, or other similar dwelling who are heavily dependent on others for daily living
assistance.

Independent Living: Private Residence — individuals living alone or with others in
a private residence and capable of self-care. Includes adult children (age 18 and over)
living with parents and adolescents living independently. Also includes individuals
who live independently with case management and supported housing support.

Private Residence — for adult with unknown dependency status, or for all children
living in a private residence regardless of living arrangement.

“School” includes, but is not limited to, any one or combination of home-schooling,
online education, alternative school, vocational school, or regular school (public,
private, charter, traditional, military, magnet, independent, parochial, etc.), at which
the child is enrolled in any of the following school grade levels: nursery/preschool
(including Head Start), kindergarten, elementary/middle school (Grades 1-8), high
school (Grades 9-12, including General Equivalency Degree or GED), vocational
school (including business, technical, secretarial, trade, or correspondence courses
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which are not counted as regular school enrollment and are not for recreation or
adult education classes), or college/professional degree.

This measure is to be reported only once during the reporting period, either at time
of client discharge or at the end of the reporting period if the client is continuing to
receive services.

If the information is collected at the time when the school year just ended, report
the recent school grade level completed (not the grade level the child is advancing
to in the next school year).

For children who are homeschooled or children in Special Education but have been
mainstreamed in regular school grades, please report the equivalent grade level.

“A nursery school is defined as a group or class that is organized to provide educa-
tional experiences for children during the year or years preceding kindergarten. It
includes instruction as an important and integral phase of its program of child care.
Private homes in which essentially custodial care is provided are not considered
nursery schools.

3. this disorder has resulted in functional impairment which substantially interferes with or
limits one or more major life activities

“These disorders include any mental disorders (including those of biological etiology) listed in
DSM-III-R or their [CD-9-CM equivalent (and subsequent revisions), with the exception of DSM-
ITI-R “V” codes, substance use disorders, and developmental disorders, which are excluded, unless
they co-occur with another diagnosable serious mental illness...” (p. 29425).

Serious Emotional Disturbance (SED)

Pursuant to section 1912 (c) of the Public Health Service Act, as amended by Public Law 102-321
“children with a serious emotional disturbance” are individuals

1. from birth up to age 18;

2. who currently or at any time during the past year have had a diagnosable mental,
behavioral, or emotional disorder of sufficient duration to meet diagnostic criteria specified

3. this disorder resulted in functional impairment, which substantially interferes with or

limits the child’s role or functioning in family, school, or community activities (p.29425).

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APPENDIX F
TERMS AND ACRONYMS

Admission

Admission indicates the beginning of mental health service provision to a person with mental illness
through programs under the auspices of the State Mental Health Agency (SMHA). This includes
new admissions (someone who has never received any services from the SMHA) and readmissions
(someone who had previously received services from the SMHA, had been discharged, and started
receiving services during the reporting period).

ADHD — Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder

ADHD is a chronic condition marked by persistent inattention, hyperactivity, and sometimes
impulsivity. ADHD begins in childhood and often lasts into adulthood.

ADD — Attention Deficit Disorder

ADD is a condition whose symptoms include impulsiveness and a short attention span. ADHD is
a common condition that affects children and adolescents, while ADD is more common in adults.

CBHSQ - Center for Behavioral Health Statistics and Quality

A center within the Substance Use and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) under
the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS), CBHSQ is the lead government agency
for behavioral health statistics, as designed by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB).

CD - Conduct Disorder

CD is a serious behavioral and emotional disorder that can occur in children and teens. A child with
this disorder may display a pattern of disruptive and violent behavior and have problems following
rules.

CGAS — Children’s Global Assessment Scale

CGAS is a numeric scale (0—100) widely used by mental health clinicians to measure the overall
severity of disturbance among children under the age of 18. A higher score means higher level of
functioning in all areas measured by the instrument (i.e., social, psychological, and occupational
functioning of child). This is reported as Axis V in Diagnostic Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders,
Fourth Revision (DSM-1V).

DSM-5 — Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders, Fifth Edition

DSM-S5 is the standard classification of mental disorders used by mental health professionals in the
United States. DSM consists of three major components: the diagnostic classification, the diagnostic
criteria sets, and the descriptive text [Source: https://www.psychiatry.org/psychiatrists/practice/dsm].

GAF — Global Assessment of Functioning

GED" — General Educational Development

GED is designed for people who, for various reasons, did not graduate from high school but want
a certificate equivalent to the traditional high school diploma.

ICD-10-CM/ICD-9-CM - International Classification of Diseases, Tenth Revision, Clinical
Modification/International Classification of Diseases, Ninth Revision, Clinical Modification

ICD-10-CM/ICD-9-CM is based on the World Health Organization’s International Classification of
Diseases (ICD-10/ICD-9). ICD-10-CM and ICD-9-CM are used as the official system of assigning
codes to diagnoses and procedures associated with hospital utilization in the United States.

ODD - Oppositional Defiant Disorder

ODD is a childhood disorder that is characterized by negative, defiant, disobedient, and often hostile
behavior toward individuals and authority figures primarily.

PDD - Pervasive Developmental Disorders

PDD refers to a group of conditions that involve delays in the development of many basic skills. Most
notable among them are the ability to socialize with others, to communicate, and to use imagination.
