Program Description 

The Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA), Center for Substance Abuse Treatment (CSAT) awarded the New York State Office of the Governor $1.66 million per year for 5 years to support the delivery of screening, brief intervention, extended brief interview, and referral to substance use/abuse treatment services in New York City (NYC) STD Clinics and in two hospital emergency departments and a Federally Qualified Health Center (FQHC) in Watertown serving the military community near Fort Drum.
Program Model 

· Screening: Pre-screening is administered by health care interventionists using standardized prescreening questions (AUDIT-C and DAST-1). Individuals with positive pre-screens undergo full screening with the AUDIT, DAST-10, and PHQ-2.
· Brief Intervention: Brief interventions are conducted in-person using motivational interviewing by interventionists. Brief interventions consist of one session.

· Extended Brief Interventions (Brief Treatment): Interventionists and health coaches can provide up to 12 sessions of extended brief interventions. Protocols are based on the Motivational Interviewing to enhance behavior change.
· Referral: For patients that are willing to consider treatment, interventionists and behavioral health counselors make a referral to local treatment providers.

Service Features
All patients receive referral to services relating to health, HIV testing and education, mental health, family counseling, violence, housing, food, dental care, education and vocational rehabilitation, child care, financial planning, and legal issues. 

SBIRT Services Integrated 

SBIRT services are offered in all eight STD clinics in NYC. In Watertown, there are two hospital emergency rooms and an FQHC. Partners include:
